NEW YORK — The world’s
biggest gas-guzzling nation has
limits after all.
| After seven decades of mostly
| uninterrupted growth, US. gaso-
! line demand is at the start of along-

term decline. By 2030, Americans -

will burn at least 20 percent less

gas than today, experts say, even as

millions more cars clog the roads.
The country’s thirst for gasoline

is shrinking as cars and trucks be-
come more fuel-efficient, the gov-
ernment mandates the use of more
ethanol and people drive less.

“A combination of demographic
change and policy change means
the heady days of gasoline growing

in the US. are over,” said Daniel.

Yergin, chairman of IHS Cam-
bridge Energy Research Associ-
ates.

This isn’t the first time gas de-
mand has fallen, at least temporari-
ly. Drivers cut back during reces-
sions, then hit the road again when
the economy picks up. Indeed, the
recession was the chief reason de-
mand fell sharply in 2008.

But this time looks different.
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Government and industry officials
say. US. 'gasoline demand has
peaked for good. It has declined
four years in a row and will not
reach the 2006 level again, even

when the economy fully recovers. .
In fact, the ground was shifting’

before the recession. The 2001 ter-
rorist attacks, the war in Iraq, Hur-
ticane Katrina and pump prices
rising to a nationwide average of $3
a gallon for the first time in a
generation reignited public de~
bates about the political and eco-
nomic effects of oil imports and
climate change.

Americans now burn an aver-
age of 344 million gallons of gaso-
line per day, a figure that excludes

the ethanol blended into gasoline.
That’s 8 percent less than at the
2006 peak, the government said. -
